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No-fault Divorce – 30 AD Style 
-by Pastor Dan Walter 

 
I have spent untold hours of my life committed to working 
with couples to save or strengthen their marriages, and to 
prepare engaged couples for a marriage that will last a life-
time. I have received much fulfillment in this ministry. But 
not all cases have been successful and a few cases simply 
came to me too late to help. Failure of marriage through 
separation and divorce has always been a reality and a ma-
jor pastoral burden to bear. Not only is it a pastoral issue, 
but it also becomes a painful congregational burden due to 
of the many loving relationships connected to the divorced 
persons. Those relationships become stretched or broken. 
Here at St. Paul’s we cultivate and value loving relation-
ships which makes such pain even more difficult.  
 
When I was going through the process of becoming a li-
censed pastor in the Evangelical Free Church many moons 
ago, I was asked to state and defend my position on di-
vorce. I remember presenting the traditional view that di-
vorce is allowed for adultery based on Jesus’ words. In ad-
dition, I added my view that desertion could also be a cause 
for divorce according to Paul’s teaching (I Corinthians 
7:15). The second position was questioned by the commit-
tee, but licensure was granted. I was then loosed into the 
real world of working with struggling marriages, including 
my own. My inexperience was not ready for questions like, 
“Would God allow me to divorce my abusive husband?” 
Today I have an answer. 
 
So what would Jesus say about divorce? Well, He said it 
(Matthew 19:3-9)! But what did He mean? I’ve been a 
member of Inter Varsity Press Book Club for many years, 
and in 2004 I received a book called Divorce and Remar-
riage in the Church; Biblical Solutions for Pastoral Reali-
ties. The author was unknown to me. David Instone-
Brewer, a British evangelical Baptist pastor had had a simi-
lar early pastoral experience as I had, but his life experi-
ence took a different turn. I took the route of beefing up in 
pastoral counseling while he went on to do research into 
the rabbinical understanding of divorce at the time of Jesus. 
In addition he reaserched what light the Qumran Scrolls 
might shed on Jesus’ words. Trinity Journal (Trinity Evan-
gelical Divinity School) said that the book was “arguably 
the best biblical study on divorce and remarriage.” Jack 
Balswick, my former sociology professor at Trinity and 
now at Fuller Seminary, highly recommended it.   
 

In a nutshell, Instone-Brewer discovered that when the 
Pharisees came to Jesus with their question about divorce 
(Matt.19), they were not asking about divorce due to adul-
tery. They were asking about no-fault divorce which had 
become the prevalent Jewish position on divorce at the 
time. Some rabbis had separated the phrase in Deuteron-
omy 24:1, “a cause for indecency,” into two parts. For 
them, “Indecency” meant adultery, and the word “cause” 
came to mean “any cause.” So there were two types of di-
vorce allowed: “adultery” and “any cause.” Since “any 
cause” could mean anything without any proof, it became 
the popular choice. Simply hand someone divorce papers 
and the marriage was over. It was that easy. You may recall 
that Joseph was planning to divorce Mary quietly. That 
would have been an “any cause”  or no-fault divorce. A 
similar divorce position was held by the Romans governing 
Israel at the time.  
 
So Jesus answered their question unexpectedly with a flat 
out endorsement of monogamous and lifelong marriage. It 
was as though He didn’t hear their question. In effect, He 
overruled no-fault divorce and only after further question-
ing allowed divorce only for adultery. He allowed adultery 
only because of unrepentant hard hearts. Jesus was saying 
that no-fault divorce is a nonbiblical invention, therefore 
anyone divorced using this interpretation had an invalid 
divorce. Jesus emphasized this in a rather dramatic way by 
saying that remarriage after such a divorce was now com-
mitting adultery, because their previous marriage had not 
yet ended.  
 
Instone-Brewer goes on to addresses what he believes to be 
three biblical grounds for divorce from his research find-
ings. There are only a limited number of grounds for di-
vorce. 

Adultery (Deut. 24:1 and affirmed by Jesus in Matt. 19) 
Emotional and physical neglect ((Exodus 21:10-11 and 

affirmed by Paul 1 Corinthians 7) 
Abandonment and abuse (included in neglect, as af-

firmed in 1 Corinthians 7) 
 

While divorce should never happen, God allows it. God 
knows the pain of being divorced since He has, Himself, 
been divorced. He was divorced from Israel because of her 
spiritual adultery. So it’s worthwhile considering God’s 
ways for healing when there are broken marriages. There is 
hope and healing.

To this day the Guild/Women’s Fel-
lowship still receives 20% of these profits. We then took over the Roast 
Beef Dinner. We enlarged the booths at the Bazaar and each year it 
grew.  Other projects were started such as an auction of some great 
things, such as a theme luncheon-dinner basket, eating lunch with the 
guy who bought it. There were nursing home visits, telephoning on spe-
cial events, the Promise Tree, workshops and many more wonderful 
events. The idea was to pick your project, get in, do a great job, and it’s 
over, with no more meetings, until the next project.  
 
The format has changed slightly over the years, but the devotion to do 
things beneficial to the church and to church projects goes on, thanks to 
all who give of their time and effort. This group has raised thousands of 
dollars for the good of many, both within our church and outside. There 
is great fellowship, very rewarding memories and a place to work part-
time. So, if you are a member of St. Paul’s, you are a Crusader automati-
cally.  We love you, we need you, so please come join us. Remember, 
one meeting a year, and maybe one before the rummage sale, then help 
on a project and that’s it.
