TWO TRUTHS ABOUT LIFE IN THE SPIRIT

1. is a Fact of Life.
(Gal 5:16-17 N1V) So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the
desires of the sinful nature. {17} For the sinful nature desires what is contrary
to the Spirit, and the Spirit what is contrary to the sinful nature. They are in
conflict with each other, so that you do not do what you want.

The Works of the Flesh (vss. 19-21)

1. The Area of : immorality, impurity, debauchery

2. The Area of : idolatry and witchcraft

3. The Area of : hatred, discord, jealousy,
fits of rage, selfish ambition, dissensions, factions, envy.

4. The Area of drunkenness, orgies

Those who do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God (vs. 21).

Refers to practice rather than an isolated lapse.
